BIDDER at the time of flliing of tender. Any failure to disclose the interest involved
shall entitle the BUYER to reacind the contract without payment of any compensation
to the BIDDER. .

The term ‘close relative’ for this purpose would mean spouse whether residing
with the Government servant or not, but not include a spouse separsted from the
Government servant by a decree or-order of a competent court; son or daughter or
step son or step daughter and wholly dependent upon. Government servant, but does
not include a child or step child who is no longer in any way dependent upon the
Government servant or of whose custody the Government servant has been deprived
of by or under any law; any other person related, whether by biood or marriage, to the
Covernment servant or to the Government servant's wife or husband and wholly
dependant upon Government servant.

This Pao is subject to Indisn Law, the place of performanoe and Jurisdiction shall be the seat
of the BUYER.

12. QTHERLEGAL ACTIONS

The actions stipulated In this litegrity Pact are without prejudice to any other legal action
that may follow in accordance with the provisions of the any other law In force relating to
any civil or criminal prooeedings.

- 13. YALIDITY

13.1. The validity of this Integrity Pact shall be from the date of Its signing and extend up to
3 years or the complete execution of the contract to the satisfaction of both the BUYER
and the BIDDER/Seller whichever Is later. In case BIDDER is unsuccessful, this
Integrity Pact shall expire after six months from the date of the signing of the contract.

13.2, If one or several provisions of this Pact turn out to be invalid; the remalnder of this Pact
shall remain valid. In such case, the parties will strive to come to an agreement to their
original intentions.
